	EMERGENCY OVERVIEW

The material is a solid wax at room temperature exhibiting elevated temperature softening characteristics. Above its softening range the material liquefies and flows more readily as temperature increases. The material may be used as a warm fluid for application purposes and may require caution in handling if overheated. If overheated and in contact with air the generation of choking resin vapours including oxidised products may be expected.
